Competition Cycling

On Saturday the 17th  and Sunday the 18th of May EuroChamp will organise two road races. The 17th it will be a road race over several kilometres, depending on the classification group. On the 18th of May it will be a time trial.

The races are open for the following classifications groups (both men and women):

· B&VI
· LC1 up and until LC4

· CP1 up and until CP4
To produce a viable event the classes LC1 – LC4 and CP1 – CP4 will be mixed and take part in one competition.

The road race will be held in Assen, over a track from three kilometres. The following classes will compete over the following distance (the distances is based on the distance which are suggested for 2008 Beijing):

· B&VI men 



99 kilometres ( 33 rounds)
· B&VI women 



75 kilometres (25 rounds)
· LC 4, LC 3 and CP 3 men

60 kilometres (20 rounds)
· LC 4, LC 3 and CP 3 women

45 kilometres (15 rounds)
· LC 1, LC 2 and CP 4 men

75 kilometres (25 rounds)
· LC 1, LC 2 and CP 4 women

60 kilometres (20 rounds)
· CP 1 and CP 2 men and women
24 kilometres (8 rounds)

The time trial will be held in Ekehaar, a small town nearby Assen , over a track from six kilometres. The following classes will compete over the following distance (the distances is based on the distance which are suggested for 2008 Beijing):

Price money
The number one will receive price money for the amount of € 150,-. The number two will receive price money for the amount of € 100,-. 
When there are only two competitors in one competition, only the number one will receive a price. When there is only one competitor their will be no price money.

Rules
The competition will be held according to the UCI rules.
Training
The week before the event there is the possibility to stay at the bungalowpark and to train. EuroChamp will also arrange fitness facilities.
Entry fee and registration
For all classes the entry fee is € 25,- per person (staff and athletes).

Registration takes place by returning the first entry form along with paying 50 % of the entry fee and 50 % of the amenities. This entry form must be returned at the address above, before March 29, 2008.
